	POLICY


Members of the Core Indicators Work Group and the Core Indicators sub-groups shall be knowledgeable, competent and dedicated to the “Core Indicators for Public Health in Ontario” (Core Indicators) project. 

	PROCEDURE


1. Members of the Core Indicators Work Group (CIWG) will be recruited to ensure compliance with the CIWG terms of reference. 
2. Members of the Core Indicators sub-groups will be recruited to ensure compliance with the Core Indicators sub-group terms of reference.

3. New sub-groups shall be formed under the discretion of the CIWG. The CIWG determines when a new sub-group needs to be created to revise or create a set of indicators. The following criteria are considered: the length of time since the indicators were last revised, and new information that necessitates changes or updates to indicators.

4. The CIWG, sub-group lead, or Core Indicators Project Manager (if applicable) shall recruit sub-group members through APHEOlist and contact specific experts directly. 

5. Sub-group leads should be full or affiliate APHEO members. All members of the CIWG and sub-groups are encouraged to obtain APHEO membership. 
6. Effort will be made to form sub-groups such that members represent a variety of organizations and backgrounds, including experts knowledgeable in the content, data sources, and indicators of the related subject area.
7. New members of CIWG and the sub-groups will be provided with an orientation to the Core Indicators project by the CIWG chair, sub-group lead or Core Indicators Project Manager (if applicable).
