	4. Introduction – Harleen Sahota, CIWG Project Manager
	Harleen was introduced to the group. Subgroup members gave a description of their backgrounds. Harleen raised request for monthly meetings. Group accepted. Harleen will create project plan including detailed timelines. Harleen discussed structure of revisions based on timelines and also what the deliverables are for the year. 

	5. Business Arising
a. Smoking Status
b. Quit Smoking

This is a new indicator which needs to be followed through with.
c. Cancer Incidence and Cancer Mortality

These are existing indicators. There is a specific list of cancers which exists. A discussion around the source of the cancer list indicated that the cancers are from the Mandatory Objectives document. The list doesn’t have to stay the same and should be adjusted to align with the OPHS. The OPHS does not give specific cancers but does give risk factors. There may not be enough numbers to report at the public health unit level. Need to look at what CCO, PHAC and Stats Can have done. 
Brenda created a table outlining cancer codes used by CCO/SEER, PHAC, Stats Can Cancer Incidence in Canada, Canadian Cancer Statistics and Stats Can & CIHI Health Indicators. For Lung and Bronchus, we don’t include c33. Others do. Keep C34 and exclude C33.

We only have C61.9. Other include C61. This may be the same thing.

d. Screening indicators

The most recent drafts are close to the final drafts. Some of the CCHS modules for the screening indicators were core content. For 2007-08, they were chosen as optional content. In 2009-10, it is unknown whether they would be optional content. 

Carol asked how often we should be measuring these indicators. 

Administrative data (from ICES) is going to be used for CCO indicators at the LHIN level. Ask ICES “If this data could be examined at the PHU level?”
e. Other Indicators

Sun Safety: Data available at end of May. Indicator is ready to start work. 
Quit Smoking


	Harleen will complete this with input from Scott Leatherdale and John Barbaro. Need more detail on NAGME and 100+ cigarettes condition. Brenda will send documentation on SHAPES. The indicator is targeted to be complete end of September including the SHAPES data source. Harleen will send to group.

Include frequency of CCHS in indicator comments and in a short intro to the data source above the listing of survey questions and variable names by year. 
Elizabeth  to send a publication to Harleen in which ICES could start to incorporate PHU level data. Harleen to send request ultimately to Gary Spencer (get some people to review letter first). Explain that we are interested in getting administrative data at the PHU level. Also, is it possible to use the same algorithms they use for CSQI for the PHU level also.
Beth and Harleen to work on indicator
Start on this early because this is a new indicator. 


	6. New Business

a. Role of CIWG Project Manager

To manage the project and complete indicator revisions. To liaise with subgroups and external contacts to complete revisions and resources, improve data quality and access to data, encourage adoption of indicator definitions and methods & promote indicators. Other tasks include setting up meetings and posting minutes online. 
b. Data Sources

Who works on the data sources?

Harleen is assigned the SHAPES and OSDUS data sources. 

c. Ontario Public Health Standards
We should be incorporating these into our indicator revisions. 

d. Set priorities for completion

We should focus on the ones that are almost done (cancer incidence, cancer mortality, smoking status, screening indicators, minor’s access to tobacco) but start on the one’s that are new because external consultations may take a while. 
e. Project plan development
