Approval of Minutes of August 10, 2009
· The minutes were approved without any changes.

Approval of Agenda

· Agenda was approved with the addition of 3.4 Membership List

3.0 
Old Business

3.1 Standardization page
· Sherri hasn’t yet added Standardization discussion to the APHEO wiki.
3.2 “Retired Indicators” resource page
· Mary-Anne has completed the retired indicators – they’re under Resources\Documentation on the Core Indicators page – Mary-Anne thanked subgroup leads, Shanna and Brenda for their help.
3.3 Thank you letters
· Mary-Anne sent out thank-you letters to subgroup leads and their managers – from feedback, these were well-received, e.g. letter from MOH in Simcoe, re: Brenda Guarda.
Action: Should continue the practice in the future.

3.4 Membership list 
· Shanna reported that there is no up-to-date list of members.
· There was general discussion of the current list, as well as the lists for sub-groups that have disbanded. 
Action: 

· Mary-Anne will send what she has to Shanna, who will update the Word document.

· Sub-group leads will update their lists on website. Former member should also be listed (see Infectious Diseases sub-group example).
· Disbanded sub-groups will be listed separately – with the same title and paragraph thanking and listing the members.
4.0 Subgroup Updates

4.1 Built Environment (Ahalya Mahendra) – not available
4.2 Cancer, Smoking and Sun Safety (Brenda Guarda) 
· Outstanding items have been completed: retired indicators; last set of minutes posted
· Colorectal & cervical cancer (now in denominator 20-69 yrs) screening changes made and circulated
· Changes to OPHS section – now health promotion and policy development requirement but change has not been made in French section.

· Mary-Anne has the French documents and will e-mail to Brenda to make changes. 
· Brenda will look at data sources on the APHEO wiki related to indicators to make sure they have been updated.
· Sub-group will disband after these two items are completed.

4.3 Healthy Eating and Active Living (Shanna Hoetmer)
· Some work left to complete before disbanding.

· A few indicators may need additional revisions to those completed as a part of the PHAC project – food insecurity (household weights recommendation), cost of nutritious food basket (once guidance document has been finalized), drinking in excess of the low-risk guidelines (RRFSS revisions).
· New indicators considering developing: screen time, meeting food guide recommendations, IPAQ (RRFSS) and current alcohol drinkers.  Small groups have started to look at the first two indicators.
· Looking for a new chair, but work is underway in the meantime.  
· Made a change to the age groups for drinking and driving – change also has to be made in French version.
4.4 Infectious Diseases (Sherri Deamond) – no update – have not met.
4.5 Injury and Substance Misuse (JoAnn Heale)
· Group has six members - 1st meeting Sept. 23.

· Drafted terms of reference and work plan.

· Shanna gave an orientation to CIWG which group members appreciated.

· 2nd meeting will be in early Nov. – group members looking at alignment of current indicators with OPHS.

· Shanna will send info from National Surveillance Advisory Committee on Substance Use.

· It was suggested that the sub-group look at e-trauma reports from CIHI.

4.6 Reproductive Health (Mary-Anne Pietrusiak)
· Met on Sep. 24 – 8 members. 
· Re-visited past decisions and accepted all:

· will use all 3 sources Niday, Vital Stats, hospitalization (DAD);

· # births from hospital – will use date of admission;

· Calculating pregnancy rate from hospital by maternal age will use # deliveries (patient service 51) – different than vital stats – will look at this issue further for other indicators; 
· Smoking during pregnancy – source will be Niday not CCHS;
· Are removing therapeutic abortion indicator (TAs will be included in pregnancy); 
· Fetal losses will not be included in pregnancy rate because that wouldn’t be consistent with other data sources
· Also discussed Ontario Perinatal Surveillance System – some question whether PHUs would have access to data
· Sub-group will be focus on crude birth rate, fertility rate, total fertility rate and split into 5 groups to concentrate on these.
4.7 Social Determinants of Health (Anne Marie Holt) 
· Sherri will give orientation at first meeting on Oct. 15 – 13 members so far – mix of Ministry, PHU, former MOH, program staff from Health Inequities, OAHPP (Ruth Sanderson, corresponding member); 

· Some push from OPHA (Access & Equity Cttee) for the sub-group to develop indicators.  
· Question about whether or not it is okay to have a private consultant involved in sub-group (was at Toronto PH, also involved with OPHA A & E Cttee)?  General consensus that it would be fine. 
· Shanna sent out a list of possible social determinants indicators – excluded those already taken care of by other groups (food insecurity and cost of a nutritious food basket). 
· Anne Marie has already reviewed the OPHS for alignment with indicators – expects that sub-group will break up into smaller groups to work on indicator revisions.
4.8 Leading Causes (JoAnn Heale)

· This group has disbanded.

· Meeting minutes for Feb. 23 are outstanding.
5.0 New Business

5.1 CIWG Terms of Reference (circulated previously)

· Mary-Anne reported that at first she was only going to make minor changes but instead did a major re-write;

· These changes were discussed by the group.

 Action: Mary-Anne will circulate updated document with revisions from the meeting, for approval at next meeting.
5.2 Core Indicators Strategic Directions/Operational Plan (circulated previously)

· There was discussion to about finalizing the document and group members expressed a need for clarification of the intent of document;

· Shanna explained that it was tied to the recommendations from the strategic planning meeting report.

· Discussion about a work on linkages to other reference groups that are working on indicators – agreed that it should go under Promotion\website development.

Action: Shanna will make changes and send out revision as a work plan with actions, timelines, and leads. She will meet with Sherri to ensure process going forward.
5.3 Website Changes (circulated previously)

· There was general discussion about the changes in website design suggested by Mary-Anne.

· There was discussion about effectiveness of wiki part of website – should data sources be back where they were originally – or set up the indicator home page differently.

Action: Mary-Anne will follow up with Lee regarding the suggested changes to the website and will report back to the group at the next meeting.
6.0 Next Meeting – Sherri will schedule through Meeting Wizard for the last week of Nov. as she will be assuming the Chair position while Shanna is on maternity leave.
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
