	Adult and Adolescent BMI revisions – Elizabeth, Elsa, and Carma Lynn

Adolescent BMI must be revised to reflect new WHO growth chart guidelines (including indicator and syntax).

Adult BMI and Adolescent BMI need to be reviewed to ensure that the syntax matches the indicator text (NOTE: the syntax for Adult BMI and Adolescent BMI contains syntax for both indicators; Carma Lynn and Jennifer must ensure that the syntax is updated for both indicators).
	Action: Carma Lynn to review and revise the indicator and syntax for Adolescent BMI according to new WHO growth chart guidelines. 

Action: Jennifer to review and revise the syntax for Adult BMI.

	New provincial guidelines for physical activity

New provincial guidelines were released a few months ago and may have an impact on the Leisure Time Physical Activity core indicator.  Group considered adding an Indicator Comment.

Discussion regarding how Statistics Canada estimates time spent in activity in order to compute energy expenditure.  Could this be used to develop an indicator that fits the guidelines?  Elizabeth, Carma Lynn and Ahalya have volunteered to look into the new guidelines and recommend course of action.  NOTE: It is not appropriate to use the Leisure Time Physical Activity indicator to assess if Physical Activity Guidelines are being met (this would considerably underestimate the proportion of active people). 
	Action: Elizabeth (Lead), Carma Lynn and Ahalya to review the new Physical Activity Guidelines to consider what kind of information might be appropriate to add to Leisure Time Physical Activity indicator as an Indicator Comment.

	Adult/Adolescent BMI – out-of-range height issue (see email)

The group reviewed “CCHS BMI out of range heightissue (K Funnel) +E Rael + C Wylier.doc.”  There were two issues: 1) Exclusion of extreme height in 3.1 and 4.1, and 2) Whether the = sign in the syntax was appropriate.  Carma Lynn’s analysis suggested that Statistics Canada did exclude extreme height in 1.1 and 2.1 but it is not clear for CCHS 3.1 and CCHS 2007-08. Carma Lynn has confirmed that the “=” sign in the syntax is in fact appropriate (see Action).
	Action: Jennifer to take out the part on the “=” from Karen’s email and send to Carol Paul, ask her to forward to Statistics Canada to verify on what has been done to the extreme height in CCHS 3.1 and CCHS 2007-08.
