	Infectious Diseases Incidence - Sherri
· Under enteric section added Botulism, Cholera, Trichenellosis, gastroenteritis institutional outbreaks and food poisoning all causes for consistency with MOHLTC report.
· Brucellosis is not included: not many cases

· Indicator can be finalised

Child Vaccination Coverage - Sherri 

· Changes were made according to Dara’s  suggestions

· Reworded “child is vaccinated according to MOH guidelines”

· Put DPT and MMR together in th list

· Pertussis only required for children aged 2 and hence remove from indicators for age 7 and 17

Influenza Vaccination – Stephanie

Pelvic Inflammatory diseases hospitalization - Sherri
· Sherri had a discussion with the core indicators group who agreed to rename to PID Incidence and try to count individuals with at least one visit in a given year for an inpatient stay or ambulatory visit including outpatient procedures and ER visits.

· Sherri will continue working on this

Rabies - Vidya

· Revisions suggested were accepted by the group

· Add in indicator comments: HUs cannot extract  prophylactic treatment data through CRN reports, need to request it through iPHIS help desk. 

· Also add in the indicator comments that all the exposures are not necessarily entered in iPHIS , but maintained by HUs internally

Enteric Diseases Hospitalization – Sherri

· As previously discussed this will be expanded to include all infectious diseases.
· Sherri had a discussion with the core indicators group who agreed to rename to Infectious Disease Morbidity and include sub-indicators on IP, outpatient and ER visits.

· Issue: getting ICD codes for the disease groups (enteric, vaccine preventable, STI, etc.) instead of individual diseases, need to come up with the groupings
· Sherri will do some research around this to see whether any report have grouped them together

· Rachel agreed to look for ICD 10 codes
