Infectious Disease Mortality – in general, can abandon specific causes (with link to Leading-causes indicator) but add pneumonia and influenza ICD codes into infectious disease mortality, need to check on standard format for Description, make sure P&I comments (if removed) go in Leading-causes indicator, 
VPD Incidence – change this to Reportable Disease Incidence, broken down by type of disease (VPD, enteric, STI, etc) and merge with other incidence indicators. Add vector borne diseases as a grouping and include WNV, malaria and Lyme disease. Add immunization status as a basic category.
Remaining indicators were divided up amongst remaining workgroup members to compile all the comments for each indicator (in track changes if discussion warranted) for presentation to the group.
