	Feedback from public health staff on the questions that were developed last meeting
	Suzanne stated that KFLA program managers were in agreement with recommendations made in her ICD10 codes draft. Last spring, Christina discussed road safety issues with managers at Niagara Region PHU and relayed their feedback to the group at a previous meeting. Lee-Ann will discuss the questions with staff at Northwestern PHU next week. 
ACTION 2: Suzanne will forward the questions to Narhari.

ACTION 3: Lee-Ann will share feedback from Northwestern PHU with the group ASAP.

	ICD10-Codes
	Suzanne stated that the codes listed in the “Draft of Recommended ICD-10 Codes for Injury” are for hospitalization and ER visits.  Also, because the codes are not “leading cause”, prevalence cannot be determined as double counting will occur. Total number of ER visits per year (distinct count) will be the denominator. Leading causes of death codes will be used for mortality. 
Suzanne stated that the draft of recommended ICD-10 code document differs from the ICD-10 code categories currently on APHEO as the draft:
· Includes overexertion

· Includes MVTC traffic & non-traffic combined; MVTC traffic; 

· Excludes MVTC non-traffic as a separate category

· Excludes child & youth sport injury

· Excludes recreational boating

· Includes subcategories for drowning

· Excludes intentional injuries
Christina suggested creating subcategories under intentional injuries:

· Self-harm

· Assault

Suzanne noted that the injury indicators currently posted on the APHEO website include ICD9 codes. Subgroup members stated that ICD9 codes should remain in the revised indicators, although forward conversion is not recommended. 

Christina stated that some PHUs receive requests for MVTC involving trains and suggested including rail codes in a separate category.

Suzanne questioned whether the term ATV should be used in the “Sports and Recreation Injuries” table since ICD-10 considers ATVs to be “off-road transport vehicles”.

Christina noted that the “Draft of Recommended ICD-10 Codes for Injury” excluded non-traffic codes for subcategories of collisions and believed that including non-traffic codes for certain categories (e.g. pedestrian, pedal cyclist, bus occupant) would be useful. Suzanne stated that providing the block, non-traffic only and traffic-only codes for all subcategories would be cumbersome and that PHUs could access this information independently as required using the links that will be provided in each indicator.

ACTION 4: Suzanne and Christina will revise the “MVTC” subcategories.
ACTION 5: ALL: Include a caveat discouraging forward conversion in the “indicator comments” section of each indicator that includes ICD-9 codes.

ACTION 6: Suzanne will add a rail codes category to the “Draft of Recommended ICD-10 Codes for Injury” document.

ACTION 7: Suzanne will keep “off-road transport vehicles (i.e. ATV)” in the “Sports and Recreation Injuries” table. 
ACTION 8: Suzanne will add non-traffic collision codes for pedestrian, cyclist and bus to the “Draft of Recommended ICD-10 Codes for Injury” document. 
ACTION 9: Suzanne will forward the revised document to the group.
