For example, breakdowns for Language and Income may not be analyzed/ reportable in small health units, given smaller populations.  How will these be measured?  They are missing a dictionary of terms as well.  
· Local Poverty Reduction Efforts – advocate for direct action or social action. Provide some level of how and where needs are addressed.  Maybe through PHO, area-based analysis.  Not certain where this is going.
Question:  Bill – are the questions intended to form a survey that will go to MOH’s?

Home Language – Bill found that there were a lot of questions on why HL is important, and why Mother Tongue is not included/important?  Reviewers wanted to have historical changes noted.
