	Alignment Document 
· Reference: Alignment document pages 1 & 9, no indicators listed for the Built Environment. 

· Built environment is listed under sections for both Chronic and Health Hazard standards.  

· The majority of built environment indicators are indirectly related to many of the different program standards, as a very upstream factor.  

· Can list different data sources for a single indicator to reflect different areas of a standard.  For example: proximity to different types of outlets would use different data sources for alcohol outlets (Alcohol Use), tobacco outlets (Comprehensive Tobacco Control) and restaurant/grocery outlets (Healthy Eating).  

· Also add the next indicators to be developed because they are likely to be developed before the next alignment update cycle.   These may not have a specific data source ready to be listed, may need a general label, for example: list community data program for job density.

· Under Health Hazard standard: Include all the BE environments under both headings, some will be separated as being under development.   [Brenda]
· Under Chronic Disease standard: Include all the BE environments under both headings, some will be separated as being under development.   [Brenda]
· Add the upcoming indicators: Outlet Density (currently focused on fast food); Traffic Speed; Traffic Counts, Job Density.  Also the two which are completed, but not yet reviewed: Traffic Calming and Connectivity (to be renamed).  [Brenda]
