	Added 4.1: Overview of core indicators development, and 5.1: Action items discussion. Agenda approved.
Popy provided an update. Last meeting occurred in December 2009. Popy and Mary-Anne P. are working on an orientation package that will be placed on website when complete. This package provides information on the core indicators and the history. The birth weights indicator was used as an example of what will eventually be developed by the BE subgroup.
- Sarah provided an overview of the past year. In particular, she provided background information on the Bergeron documents that led to the formation of this subgroup, highlighted decisions made from the strategic planning session that was held in July 2009, and summarized actions conducted by this subgroup until now (i.e. formation of 3 sub-subgroups focusing on specific indicators).
- The criteria for selecting an indicator was re-assessed by the group as discussion was raised regarding the difficulty in creating indicators that would meet both urban and rural settings. Previously, the group chose to work on indicators that met both urban and rural settings, however, this posed to be challenging. Two recommendations to solve this issue were suggested: 1) divide the subgroup into two groups, having one group to work on indicators for urban settings, and the other group to focus on indicators for rural settings, or 2) subgroup to focus on indicators that had a greater likelihood of data availability. This, in turn, would result in a focus on urban setting indicators as data is most available for this setting. DECISION: Group decided on option #2 for the time being.
At the meeting there was representation from 2 of the subgroups and the third group (proximity) has 2 new members (Popy and Shelley) as well as Deborah. 
- Discussion for need to consolidate all of the BE documentation in one location – this would especially be beneficial to new members and others wanting to learn more about the BE subgroup work. 

- Foyez is no longer a member of the BE group due to work demands and priorities. 

- Discussed next steps in order to complete work. Discussion around the lack of data available for indicators chosen. 
- Decision to move forward with best indicators which are meaningful and relevant for physical activity promotion even though we are not sure we have data sources.

- Discussion on whether an expert list has been created to call on certain people at specific times. Some possibilities put forward such as APHEO GIS group and OPHA working group on built environment
- Worked together as a group to develop the matrix. The matrix chart includes the list of physical activity indicators and the following columns that are to be completed for each priority indicator:

· Description

· Rationale (relation to BE, relation to physical activity, meaningful to program/planning)

· Interpretation

· Data source

· Limitations

· Source from literature

A national group with representation of regional surveillance analysts from each Province has been struck. The purpose is to bring people together across the country working on built environment indicators.
Invitation has been extended for regional surveillance analysts representing Quebec and Alberta/NWT to sit in on one of our future meetings, to hear and understand what we are working on.
