MEETING MINUTES

PHAC
- Reviewing scientific publications/literature review.

LDCP

- Looking for comments in the proposal. Want to get an idea of who is doing the work.

- Deb: They will be using the existing model.

OPHA

- Ahalya: had a conference call. There will be a survey that is pushing out in January 2012. 

- Poppy will be doing the analysis and identifying the resources required.

Density Subgroup
- Jamie: CIHI link has maps of examples

- Sarah: Identified that SRS may have the data and if you could use SRS for local data.

- Ryan : Identified that this is the case and the data is free.

- Fabio: Asked if you could use local survey data vs census data. He identified that Halton Regional Planning has completed a local survey and is concerned about using census data in the future.

- Ahalya: Talked to Peel Region about using there index for measuring neighbourhoods. Questions arose about how the survey is complete, now what do you do? Peel did a survey using the index on Port Credit and there were some deficiencies - what do they do with the data.

- Sean: Identified that the next step is to inform the Official Plan as this is the implementation tool, along with other engineering related projects. The Ontario Planning structure was also identified Provincial Policy Statements->OP->Zoning->Subdivision/Site Plan.

- Sean: It was also identified the variation in regional differences for implementation, for example, those areas thathave regional governments (ie Region of Halton vs Town of Oakville).

- Jenn: Requested that a note to this effect, be placed on the indicators. That the indicator had the bare bones.

- Ahalya: Deb had identified that the indicators should include cross-references to other indicators as part of this notion that one indicator cannot stand on its own in measuring a neighbourhood.

-  Sean: Identifies that potential to look at other document production "glossy" or final product that will be used to hand out to Planning Dept and other external groups.

- Jaime: Need to cross-reference the list of other indicators and identify the relationhip with health for the indicator.

- Jenn: Put this information before the "Analysis Checklist"

- Sarah: "Measuring A Complete Neighbourhood" Section should be put up at the top with "OHS". Health outcomes should be put in the checklist section.

- Ryan: Proposed putting paragraph in on the website about using all the indicators.

- Sarah: Asked about what level of data to use.

- Hong: Census tract data (CT) is what is used normally. DAs are to small.

- Fabio: Some CTs are rural and urban. Halton Region needed to use DAs in some instances.

- Hong: Text needs to be added to provide the notion that census info used will depend on the study.

- Ryan: Geographic area will dictate what type of data you will use.

- Sarah identifies that we need to be sure to set the level of guidance that we want to give. This will dictate how much text we place in the indicators.

- Ahayla: We need to provide guidance, but also provide some flexibility in the indicators.

- Sarah: Identified that the indicators need to look the same for consistent use and understanding.

- Jenn: Put out draft of what an indicator would look like.

- Jamie: Identified that she would complete a draft and circulate.
- Ahalya: To send out request for conference call request. It was agreed that the process of submitting the drafts would be done by Nov. 30.

- Natalie: Policy being prepared for external review. Groups have discretion of who to review it.

- Ahalya: Will pull list together for external reviewers and place it on the APHEO List Serve.

- Ahalya: To organise the next meeting.
