1. Welcome and introductions 
The group was welcomed back after Christmas vacation.
2. Additions to Agenda-

3. Review Previous Minutes (December 8, 2008) –
Approved.
Actions: Harleen to post online.

4. Business Arising

a. Indicators under external review

i. Smoking status 
ii. Minors Access to Tobacco 

Harleen still looking for reviewers. 
Actions: Sean O’Connor- try to touch base with him again. 

New strategy for drafts under review: “When drafts are up to par, then take indicators down after the deadline has passed.”
b. Indicators for approval at meeting
i. OBSP Mammography, Mammography, Cervical Cancer Screening 

Cervical Cancer Screening

Subgroup members asked why are we using age 20+. CCO is 20-69. Stats Can uses 18-69.
Re. age groups, people look at one age group and investigate other age groups on request….

Actions: Match CCO and change it to 20-69.

Rest of changes are just formatting. 

Actions: Add LHIN as a geographic area. 

For earlier years of data, you should not be reporting percentages for the CCHS.

Actions: Carol Paul will look into this.
Actions: Beth will send last point in indicator comments. Harleen to send indicator for external review and Beth will submit. Not all PAP screening is for screening purposes- some is for diagnositic. 

Corresponding indicators: Link to CSQI is not working. Add that look up most recent year.

Update who chose what- create a new sheet. Show which modules were core and which are optional. 
Harleen asked the subgroup how they felt about the quality of the indicators in terms of data quality. Subgroup recommended that we should check the numbers to see if we could report the data by PHU for new indicators and this is not necessary for existing indicators since these were checked when they were created.
Beth sent this on Feb 25th
OBSP mammography
Beth will check the following points:

“

· Women receiving a mammogram are counted only once; re-screens are excluded. 

· "Screen-eligible women" excludes women with a previous diagnosis of breast cancer.”
Actions: Subgroup to please send feedback via email this week to Beth and Harleen.
CCO classifies people by PHU based on postal code. Does one postal code only map to one PHU?
Actions: Point in method of calculation- document in indicator comments. Beth will check this. 
Change method of calculation to 100 000 to match description. Average population estimate over two year period. It’s a rate and not a proportion. 
Actions: Carol will draft Method of Calc and send to Beth. Beth will take to Vicky to cross-check. Need to check with the analyst that does the OBSP calculations. Look at indicator at next meeting. 

Screening Mammography
Actions: Under description---keep basic description. Method of Calculation---list specific exclusion and inclusion criteria in full.
Q. from subgroup: What if you had one criteria that was diagnostic and one that wasn’t? Indicator comments addresses this. 
Actions: Analysis check list- first bullet---Carol to check. Under Basic categories, just say ‘CCHS- public health unit, RRFSS- all RRFSS participating health units’
Brenda’s comments within draft:
“
· Women receiving a mammogram are counted only once; re-screens are excluded. Does this apply to this indicator? “

Actions: Leave in there for now and Beth will check Brenda’s second point. 
Actions: Bring back to next meeting. Harleen to make format changes. 

ii. Colorectal Cancer Screening 
Colorectal screening is optional content.

Make minor changes. 

Actions: Harleen to standardize format.
Beth to send to screening team at CCO as part of external review. 

iii. Smoke Free Homes 
We will be getting household weights- this can be incorporated.

Household weights by age groups for children- which ones to use? 

Q: Can these be reported for small PHU’s? People can define age groups as they would like based on what their definition of a child is. …
Actions: Ask Jolene and Scott specifically when sending for external review. 
iv. Second Hand Smoke Exposure 

Scott has concerns over only including non-smoker exposure to SHS and not including smokers(underestimate.

Actions: Change title of indicator to show that it’s exposure in non-smokers only.
Indicator comments- may want to add other conditions that second hand smoke exposure causes from the surgeon general’s report…Katherine has list the top one’s ….group accepts this. Other comments and feedback have been incorporated into draft.
Actions: Katherine to wait a week and add in any other feedback/comments into draft and then send draft to Harleen. Harleen to post and send for external review. 

v. Sun Safety 
Actions: Harleen to make the following changes-Add weighted to method of calc and change to UVR. Harleen to post for external review.
vi. Quit Smoking 

Actions: Jolene and Harleen to prepare a final draft for the next meeting.
5. New Business 
a. CCHS cycle names and years 
Harleen explained that upon a request by Mary-Anne, we should now be  including the cycle and year names into the indicators when referring to the CCHS.

The subgroup explained that this was not possible for all years and that we should only list the years. 

b. Changes Made section
From a CIWG meeting, we should be including a table at the end of the indicators which outlines the date, who made the changes (was it a formal review or an ad hoc change), who made the changes and what the change was. This will now be a new, permanent section.
