3.0 General formatting points 
3.1 CCHS cycle and year names – defer until CIWG meeting which is happening Feb 19th
3.2 “Changes Made” section
The Changes Made section which was previously included as a temporary section is now going to be a permanent section. This section is reserved for bigger changes such as methodological changes or a change in the description.

Actions: Harleen to make this change in the Guide to creating and editing indicators and include examples.

3.3 CCHS 1.1- mode study.  

Actions: CCHS 1.1 is not included by Stat’s Can in trend analysis because of differences in mode. 
4.0 Update on review process 
4.1 Indicators under external review: 
4.1.1 Underage alcohol drinking
Actions: Harleen needs more reviewers. 
4.1.2 Chronic Health Problems Prevalence
Actions: Shanna has offered to wrap up indicator and prepare the final draft.
4.1.3 Adolescent BMI (plus syntax)

Indicator and syntax are posted on website and are under external review.

Actions: Harleen to draft timelines on process after external review in updated project plan.

5.0 Draft indicators for HEAL review
5.1 Cost of a Nutritious Food Basket  
The indicator team has started work on this indicator and has based their work on the new OPHS and is waiting for the new guidance document. There is no final draft of this indicator for this meeting yet. The indicator team is wondering what strategy to use to complete this indicator- can this indicator be finalized before guidance document? Team asked if they should send out what they have thus far. Harleen said that draft can be send once we have accurate and up-to-date information. 
Actions: Indicator team to contact Roselle Martino for information on this indicator. 

Harleen to send finalized draft at the subgroup level to Deborah Lay as part of the external review process. 

5.2 Low Risk Drinking 
Indicator team highlighted major changes in this first draft for subgroup.

The indicator team has a question on whether this indicator should measure the proportion of people that meet the low risk drinking guidelines or exceed them. 

Actions: Shanna and Harleen to raise at next CIWG meeting. 
All alcohol indicator teams to try to reach consistency, when logical, in the OPHS outcomes and requirements. Subgroup members to review all the sections in this indicator except the analytical points. Rebecca to add information from CAMH monitor and the OPHS outcomes for next draft. 

Harleen to draft timelines in updated project plan and in an email, to give instructions on when feedback on this indicator by all subgroup members for this indicator team is due (feedback to be sent by email).

Harleen raised some points from the last Cancer subgroup meeting as FYI. She asked the subgroup for a recommendation on the sorts of analyses we should be doing on the indicators. That subgroup recommends doing analyses for new indicators only and the subgroup feels comfortable with the quality of the existing indicators. Harleen backed them up on that given that the subgroup feels comfortable and also due to resource shortages in the Cancer subgroup (not enough public health epidemiologists on that subgroup). 

Actions: Harleen will be raising what analyses are currently being done in the subgroups with the CIWG and will share any implications for HEAL with HEAL at the next meeting as a result of CIWG discussion on this.
5.3 Heavy Drinking Episodes 
Indicator team highlighted major changes in this first draft for subgroup.

This first draft is ready for the subgroups to look at. The Statistics Canada indicator is different (frequencies are different). 
The indicator has been written up so that under “Specific Indicators”, there are two indicators: one out of the total population and one out of the proportion of current alcohol drinkers. 

Actions: The following outcomes need to be listed separately in the Underage Alcohol Drinking and Low Risk Drinking indicators:

“Assessment and Surveillance Requirements Related to this Indicator 

· The board of health shall conduct epidemiological analysis of surveillance data…in the area of alcohol use (Chronic Disease Prevention Program).

· The board of health shall conduct epidemiological analysis of surveillance data…in the area of alcohol and other substances (Prevention of Injury and Substance Misuse Program).”

The basic categories need to be tested out: 

There is a 12-19 year age group. This needs to be investigated. Some options/things to note: 1) 12-18 would represent the underage drinking group and 19+ would represent those who are of legal age 2) Note (only for consistency and further investigation i.e. not necessarily because it would be applicable to this indicator), the smoking status indicator categorizes people into the age groups 12-19 and then 20+. 
Actions: Do analyses by age for the drinking indicators. Peggy will look for literature. The Changes Made section needs to be added. Harleen to draft timelines in updated project plan and in an email, to give instructions on when feedback on this indicator by all subgroup members for this indicator team is due (feedback to be sent by email).

5.4 Drinking and Driving 
Indicator team highlighted changes in this first draft for subgroup.

There are no major changes to this indicator. The major change is the new table that has been created for the section on Survey Questions. 
Actions: Move information from CCHS 1.1 to indicator comments and fix years for CCHS 2.1 & 3.1. 

For repetitive years, there was a suggestion that we may want to possibly combine years.

Actions: Indicator team to consider combining years. 
Re. the analysis checklist in our indicators, Fangli has noticed that there are inconsistencies in the way that the point on counts of less than 30 in terms of whether the data is reportable is written in the CCHS documentation. It is not clear whether this refers to the numerator or the denominator. 
The subgroup discussed that you need to look at the CV’s as well to know if you can release data. You can use the tables instead of bootstrapping in some cases. There was discussion that there is no table now and people use bootstrapping. 
Actions: Raise CCHS documentation on clarity of what CCHS documentation is reportable at the next Core Indicators Work Group meeting. 
Indicator team to check numbers for indicator to see if it is reportable. Harleen to draft timelines in updated project plan and in an email, to give instructions on when feedback on this indicator by all subgroup members for this indicator team is due (feedback to be sent by email).

6.0 Timelines and next steps
