2.0 Approval of February 12, 2009 meeting minutes 
Outstanding action item (“Changes Made” section):

4.1 Indicators for translation: Fruit and Vegetable Consumption

5.0 Discuss feedback from external reviewers: Chronic Health Problems Prevalence 
Actions: Circulate post-external review final draft March 20th…subgroup to send feedback by 31st. 

6.0 First drafts of indicators: Cost of a Nutritious Food Basket 
Actions: Team to connect with Nadia Stokvis- ministry of health promotion- now at PHAC- part of protocol development team and ask what the anticipated release data is for the final guidance document. 
Roselle Martino- away this week. Connect with Elizabeth Rael to ask Roselle next week. 
Subgroup to review by March 27th.
Main Changes: 
· Updated Indicator Comments based on draft guidance document. 
· Description at beginning. 

· What is a nutritious food basket…names the specific one being used for 2009. 2008 basket is what this indicator is based on. 

· Corresponding indicators- help needed. Look at what other provinces are doing. Actions: Subgroup to take a look at this section in particular. 
7.0 Discuss final HEAL indicators (pre-external review)
7.1 Heavy Drinking Episodes 

Actions: Subgroup to send feedback to this team by Friday March 27.th  
Based on consultations with Sue Bondy and programs in health units, team looked at the use of the Stats Can. indicator vs. the existing APHEO indicator. 

· APHEO – 5 or more drinks on at least one occasion during the previous 12 months
· Stats Can.- at least one occasion per month in the past 12 months
Sue Bondy’s recommendation: Stats Can’s definition would be more relevant. Check reportability.
Current alcohol drinkers- Stats Can. uses this. Ours uses total population in the denominator. We have said it’s an option to use current drinkers as a denominator.
If you do use total population as the denominator, then you are reducing the effect size. The estimate is bigger with current drinkers as denom. However, you are not measuring population prevalence if you use current drinkers as the denominator. 

Actions: Remove specific indicator for current alcohol drinkers and document in the indicator comments. It is an optional indicator. 
Actions: Survey questions section- delete second sentence. 
Subgroup discussed the use of the phrase ‘Heavy drinkers.’ 
· This phrase suggests that you drink a great deal as compared to the use of the word ‘episodes’ in the indicator title.
Subgroup discussed the concepts of ‘Amount’ vs. ‘Frequency.’
· You could drink 4 drinks per night and not still have an episode of heavy drinking. 
Actions: Frequency of drinking is the same as heavy drinking under Survey Questions section. Explain using brackets.
Analysis Check List section: 
· Estimates must be appropriately weighted (generally the share weight for the CCHS) and rounded.

Fangli asked if we need to round the estimate if it is less than 10%? York region rounds for survey data. 

Actions: Harleen and Shanna to ask CIWG.

7.2 Low Risk Drinking
Actions: Delete Current Drinker as a denominator and document in indicator comments and analysis checklist.
Subgroup discussed the process outcomes:

Opinions: Process outcomes related to this indicator don’t measure or ensure that policy makers and others are aware of the information. The indicator creates information but doesn’t actually do anything to address it the outcome. 
Actions: Indicator team to finish pre-external review final draft for April meeting. 
7.3 Drinking and Driving

Shanna explained that the questions combine passengers and drivers for the question on recreational vehicles. 
Actions: Fangli will look into questions re. passengers and drivers for the recreational vehicles indicator. Subgroup to check how Not Applicable respondents were handled in the analysis. Subgroup to check if the recreational vehicles indicator can be included after bootstrapping. In indicator comments- may want to say that you can look at age groups at the provincial level. 
Actions: Indicator team to finish pre-external review final draft for April meeting.
