4.2 Status Update- Indicator (and syntax) to be cleaned up, posted and translated 
4.2.1 Adolescent BMI
Harleen explained that Adolescent BMI needs to be cleaned up from the April meeting, posted and translated. Re-formatting the syntax file and adding a note in the syntax file that breastfeeding women should be removed for the core indicator are still pending.

4.3.1 Adult BMI

4.3.2 Underage Alcohol Drinking 
Indicator comments have been revised.

Actions:

“CCHS defines an alcoholic drink as: one bottle or can of beer or a glass of draft, one glass of wine or a wine cooler, one drink or cocktail with 1 and a 1/2 ounces of liquor.  This is similar to the definition from the Centre for Addiction and Mental Health (CAMH) which defines one standard drink as 13.6 g of alcohol or: 

· 5 oz/142 mL of wine (12% alcohol) 

· 1.5 oz/43 mL of spirits (40% alcohol) 

· 12 oz/341 mL of regular strength beer (5% alcohol)”

…change the bullet to say that the definitions for CCHS are not as precise as for CAMH.  Add this to the definitions section for the underage alcohol drinking, drinking and driving, low risk drinking and the heavy drinking episodes indicators.  Change the slashes to the word “or.”
Approved with changes. Clean up indicator, post and translate.
4.3.3 Heavy Drinking Episodes 
Stats Can will also be keeping total pop. as the denominator- Updated language to say that their indicator is changing. Added that non-drinkers need to be put back in.
