3.0 Update on the PHAC competition and Core Indicators Project (CIP)
· Public Health Agency of Canada grant went through – A Major Accomplishment!
· The project will begin sometime before March 31, 2008, once APHEO receives the funds from the Public Health Agency of Canada. 
· A steering committee has been struck. Members include: Jason Garay; Brenda Guarda; Shanna Hoetmer; Joanna Oliver; Mary-Anne Pietrusiak; Julie Stratton; and Lindsay Whitmore. The committee is currently drafting the terms of reference, making financial arrangements with APHEO, and sorting out the logistics of hiring the Program Manager.
· The Program Manager (an epidemiologist or equivalent) will be hired for one year. 
· Office location is yet to be determined. 
· The activities to be carried out are to: 

· Review and evaluate best practices on indicator definitions, calculation methods and data sources. 

· Complete indicator and resource documents and post on website. 

· Liaise with organizations to improve data quality and access to data. 

· Encourage adoption of the indicator definitions and methods. 

· Promote indicators through publications and presentations. 

· Complete a summary report to outline the results of the work done. 

· The project will revise 24 chronic disease and risk factor indicators and create at least 3 new indicators. At least 3 new resources will be produced.

· The project manager will work closely with the Core Indicators Work Group and the various sub-groups to coordinate and facilitate the work that needs to be done. 
· The sub-groups will become expert panels with the project manager actually writing the indicators based on what was decided by the groups. 
· ACTION ITEM: Shanna will send update and list of committee members to Krystina to incorporate in the minutes
