	Screen Time – Fangli working on compiling input.  She put together all the comments – only received feedback from Peggy and made some changes.  Added leisure time television or video.  Under PH standards and BOH Outcomes – usually only have 2 Societal Outcomes included, not sure about BOH Outcomes.  Don’t usually include that Outcome with other indicators. Suggested to delete it. Committee agreed to delete it.  In regards to age groups, Fangli suggested that we keep the recommended age groups, as there is a difference between 45-64 or 65+.  Carma Lynn recommended that we keep age group recommendations, if it is not reportable by HU, they can then make their own decision. Suggested to recommend that we take overall measures into account and look at the proportion of overall leisure time accounted by each activity.  Elizabeth provided 3 additional references – currently not in the indicator comments – Need to clarify what Elizabeth was recommending – need to determine what our suggestions / comments are.  Discussion: Do we include children or adolescents? Fangli suggested that we delete children or adolescents.

Suggestion to code all proxy interviews as ‘Not Stated’ to remain consistent or to add content in Indicator Comments or Analysis Checklist.
