Discussion about the User Guide directive to use population weights at the health region level. This is a general directive and does not apply to household level indicators.

Recommendation to keep the indicator on the web site, with caution that Health Units can do provincial analysis but not analysis at the health unit level until the indicator has been updated. (As of November 2009, Statistics Canada is developing specs for an indicator on food security by health region based on population weights.)
