- International Physical Activity Questionnaire (IPAQ) available on RRFSS.

- Healthy Weights.  The term Ontario Health Measures Survey probably refers to the Canadian Health Measures Survey (CHMS).  The CHMS will not provide representative samples at the health region level, and probably not at the provincial level (with possible exceptions).

- Alcohol. Agree to proceed with developing general alcohol use indicator.
