Document was reviewed and feedback provided by Steven Thomas at Statistics Canada.  

Elsa investigated relationship between food insecurity and household size (three groups, 1, 2, 3 or more), CCHS 2007/2008.

· 11%, 6%, 8% are food insecure respectively. 

· Household size=1 varies between HUs: from over 31% in Algoma and Haliburton, Middlesex-London and Toronto to 16% in Peel.  

Therefore, add to indicator: “Household size is associated with food insecurity and with public health unit. Therefore, household size may be a confounding factor in the relationship between public health unit/health region and food insecurity levels.”  

Elizabeth spoke with Registered Dieticians at MHPS regarding the name of the indicator.  They did not have a strong position either way (i.e. Food Insecurity or Food Security).  We will keep the indicator name “Food Insecurity”.  Food security is what we are attempting to achieve.

	Items to bring forward to CIWG 

RIS Resource for Indicator Standard document methods for calculating commonly used indicators.  This is an initiative of the Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care, and is available on a public website.  Does it correspond with APHEO core indicators?  APHEO is more public health related.  MOHLTC is more focused on health care and performance indicators, e.g., for accountability agreements.  It has not been formally compared with CIWG indicator topics and their content. E.g., infant mortality rate, newborns in a healthy weight range.  Elsa will look up information on hand and will send shareable and background information on this.  It is an ongoing initiative; every month they try to add a few indicators.  APHEO Reproductive health group is considering indicators.  MOHLTC is coming up with indicators for Maternal and child and youth health.  We need to ensure that any differences are documented.
