	Core Indicators Working Group Update 

Elsa presented the planned MOHLTC strategy to populate the portal with indicators that would be useful to main ministry stakeholders. This will begin with the LHIN stakeholders, and later could include some things from the CIWG indicators on a portal. MOHLTC is also thinking of a GIS strategy to map indicators on a portal, and a partnership they propose with CIWG. They will begin with indicators that have already been calculated.  MOHLTC is sponsoring a GIS day. 

Anne Simard presented on the roles of OAHPP. The Ontario Risk and Behaviours Surveillance System (ORBSS) is developing a “Blueprint” that will feed into the Agency’s 3-year operational plan (with particular focus on data access and central analytics).  

The Agency can help functionally, but not monetarily.  

The Agency has offered to support future CIWG teleconferences and provide some human resources for particular items in the CIWG operational plan.


	Elsa will send Elizabeth the draft agenda for the MOHLTC and CIWG GIS meeting.  

Jennifer will check whether Agency support extends to the entire indicator project, including all subgroup indicator work, not just CIWG itself. 

For developing all future indicators, everyone should refer to the Guide to Editing Core Indicators on the APHEO website, which undergoes revision on a regular basis.

Elizabeth will let Norman Giesbrecht of the Centre for Addiction and Mental Health know that any suggestions for future potential collaboration, e.g., on low risk drinking guidelines should go to APHEO, attention the president (currently Anne-Marie Holt).

Re upcoming changes to low-risk drinking guidelines.  Elizabeth will update her APHEO editing password and add the following sentence to include on the indicator “5B.  Drinking in excess of the low-risk drinking guidelines” as a third point under the Definitions section: “Low-risk drinking guidelines are under review (as of Nov 2010) and once changes are released, they will be reviewed to determine if updates in this indicator are needed.”
