	i. Drowning: Narhari suggested adding additional ICD 10 codes (external cause of injury) for drowning
vi. Motor Vehicle Collisions: As decided on September 22, 2011, traffic and non-traffic collisions will be included in a general category. MVTC ICD 10 codes will be grouped into subcategories (e.g. traffic collisions, non-traffic collisions, land transport accidents etc.) and included in a supplementary document for PHUs to use at their discretion.
ACTION 3: Suzanne and Natalie will investigate whether addition of external cause of injury drowning codes will result in double counting of injuries. 

ACTION 4: Suzanne will revise her “Table of Codes” document to reflect the decision made about MVTC and the decisions made at the September 22, 2011 meeting. This will provide a starting point for indicator revision/development.
