	ICD10- Codes
	i. Drowning: Include W65-W74, V90 and V92. Subcategories that PHUs may choose to consider for more specific analysis will be outlined separately.
a. Bathtub (W65, W66)

b. Swimming pool (W67, W68)

c. Natural water (W69, W70)

d. Other (W73, W74) 
e. Watercraft (V90, (V92)
ii. Falls: include W00 – W19, without specifying subcategories.

iii. Poisoning: include X40 – X49, without specifying subcategories.
iv. Recreational Boating: Include V90 – V94. Suggested renaming this indicator “Water Transport Accidents”. This title corresponds with the ICD 10 terminology. The title also reflects that “vehicles” other than boats, (e.g. waterskis, surfboards etc.), are included and that “vehicles” may be used recreationally or vocationally. Subcategories that PHUs may choose to consider for more specific analysis will be outlined separately.
v. Sports and Recreation: The definition of sports/recreation is broad and will vary from PHU to PHU. Sport-specific injuries may not be consistently coded with the level of detail required to make them meaningful. Suggest not including sports and recreation as a core indicator. Instead, to take advantage of the work already done by Suzanne, sport-specific injury codes grouped into subcategories can be provided for PHUs to use at their discretion. 
vi. Burns: Include X00 – X09, X10 – X19. W92 – W99 and X30 – X31 (exposure to excessive natural heat/cold) will not be included, but the existence of these codes will be noted within the indicator or in supporting documentation. 
vii. Overexertion: include X50.
viii. Motor Vehicle Collisions: Will include traffic and non-traffic in a general category. Still must decide on sub-categories (e.g. whether to consider traffic and non-traffic collisions separately; pedestrian, pedal cyclist; motorcyclist subcategories etc).
