	Review of Agenda  
	The agenda was approved without revisions.

	3.0
	Review of Minutes:

March 23rd, 2012
	April 27th, 2012 minutes were accepted without revisions.
Action items brought forward from April 17th,  2012 meeting:
· The OSDUHS Data Source resource: Natalie asked the group for feedback on the data source. 

· “Adolescent Drug Use” indicator was incorporated into the “Illicit Drug Use” indicator. The “Adolescent Drug Use” indicator will be removed from the APHEO website, pending approval from the CIWG.
· The “Self-Harm related Hospitalization” indicator: has not yet been revised.
· MTO Annual Report Proposal: 
· Lee-Ann, Michelle and Suzanne are drafting a proposal re: content of predefine reports potentially to be provided by MTO. 
· Suzanne noted that the issue of providing MVTC data by location of accident and/or location of residence of those involved will have to be discussed with the MTO. Suzanne stated that the Central East Health Information Partnership (CEHIP) examined the issue and found that, depending on commuting patterns in a PHU, examining MVTC by location may capture a significant number of crashes that do not involve residents of the PHU.
· Lee-Ann stated that access to both types of information would be useful. Also, location of accident by community (not PHU) is available on the MTO website.
· The group agreed that the “Motor Vehicle Traffic Collisions Injuries” and “Alcohol-related Injury and Mortality from Motor Vehicle Traffic Collisions” indicators will not be ready for the upcoming external review of “Injury and Substance Misuse Prevention” Core Indicators. 

· IntelliHEALTH predefined reports; Data source for injury-related hospitalization indicators (NACRS vs. DAD) indicators:
· Badal, Suzanne, Michelle and Natalie met with JoAnn Heale on May 10th, 2012 to discuss predefined reports and the data source to be used for injury-related hospitalization indicators.

· JoAnn continues to advocate for the use of NACRS. Injury group members agree with this, but the final decision will depend on the results of the external review process. 

· Suzanne noted that the APHEO CIWG’s primary concern is that NACRS will miss cases. JoAnn maintains that, as unplanned events, all injuries go through the emergency department prior to admission, (except “in-care” injuries, such as falls while hospitalized, which are not of public health significance).

· Suzanne stated that she contacted the BC Injury Group (which uses DAD data in their query system) and was told that NACRS was not available when their system was developed.

· Suzanne suggested including an indicator comment recommending the use of NACRS but advising those that wish to continue using DAD to use the ['Transfer from Type' not equal to 'acute care facilities'] filter.
· The predefined reports will be finalized after the external review has been completed to incorporate any recommended changes to ICD-10 code groupings and reflect the final decision about the data source.

· ICD-10 coding document: changes to the document proposed on April 27th, 2012 will be made (see ACTION 7 below). 
· Review of indicator webpages: Natalie received feedback from most subgroup members, (with thanks), and updated indicator webpages accordingly. Minor issues are under discussion for the “Suicide Mortality” indicator (Lee-Ann, Michelle, Suzanne) and “Car seat and booster seat safety” (Suzanne).
ACTION 1: Natalie will post the minutes from the April 27th, 2012 meeting.
ACTION 2: The group will review the OSDUHS Data Source resource and provide feedback to Natalie by June 14th, 2012.

ACTION 3: Suzanne will raise the issue of retiring the “Adolescent Drug Use” indicator from the APHEO Core Indicators webpage at the CIWG meeting, June 14th, 2012. 

ACTION 4: Suzanne will circulate a revised draft of the “Self-Harm Hospitalization” indicator to the group by June 12th, 2012.
ACTION 5: MTO proposal:

· Suzanne will attempt to locate and circulate to the group a copy of the CEHIP report mentioned above.
· Lee-Ann will circulate to the group a link to the MTO ‘MVTC by community’ data. 
· Suzanne, Lee-Ann and Michelle will complete draft MTO proposal and circulate it to the group by June 15th, 2012.

· The group will attempt to meet with MTO representative(s) to discuss the proposal and the possibility of acquiring information/data to be incorporated into the PHO web-based strategy.

ACTION 6: IntelliHEALTH predefined reports/NACRS:

· Suzanne will:

·  update the injury-related, falls-related and self-harm indicators to include NACRS as the primary data source, by June 12th, 2012.

· add an indicator comment advising the use of ['Transfer from Type' not equal to 'acute care facilities'] filter for those who wish to continue using DAD, by June 12th, 2012.

· Natalie will:

· update the webpages accordingly.
· include in the analysis checklist “location of predefined report in IntelliHEALTH to be determined” placeholder until predefined reports have been finalized after the external review. 
ACTION 7: ICD-10 Coding Document
· Suzanne will:
· add “Foreign Body – eye or natural orifice” to ”Table 4” the ICD-10 document  by June 12th, 2012.
· add a disclaimer to “Table 4”, as described in section 4.3 of the minutes, April 27th, 2012 meeting.

· Suicide Mortality: Lee-Ann, Michelle, Natalie and Suzanne will finalize the indicator by June 11th, 2012

· Car seat/booster seat safety: Suzanne and Natalie will finalize the indicator by June 11th, 2012.

	Suicidal Thoughts and Suicide Attempts indicators

	Presentation of CCHS survey questions
