	BORN Information System
	· Erin updated that Standard Reports are up and training has been complete. 12 PHUs have access to the Standard Reports and 5 are coming on board soon. The PHU Cube will be accessible to the same PHUs and will be launched without Geography at first because of issues with geography due to on-reserve postal codes and differences in preferences on how to deal with this population. Once there is a consensus, then geography will be included in the Cube. The Cube will be released by the end of February. 

· Mary-Anne noted that in Durham, the PHU usually wraps up their small aboriginal population Vital Stats births into the larger municipality. 

· Question from the group: Can PHUs without access to Standard Reports make a request to BORN to obtain aggregate data with postal codes to do regional analyses? Erin – This may not be possible because the postal codes make cases identifiable but the final decision will be made by BORN.

· Postal Code data will be released at the Dissemination Area level (DA). 
· Question from the group: Want to know if complete year of data for 2012 will be available. BORN is working on this to include the first 3 months of 2012 by extrapolating from older data. PHUs can make a request for this data and there is a 4-6 week wait for this data.

	Outstanding items on revised indicators and resources
	· Joanne Heale finalized a pre-defined Vital Stats birth reports to allow for SGA and LGA calculations. This required the ability to download record level data with birth weight, gestational age and sex in order to categorize infants. As a result, the Birth Weight Indicator has now been revised to include this information and the notice of “under revision” has now been dropped from this indicator. There may be further revisions to include macrosomia definition at a later time. 

· For the Congenital Anomalies Indicators there is a new report from PHAC – Congenital Anomalies in Canada 2013. PHAC doesn’t have a direct link to the report on its website, instead there is a description of the report and people can request it from PHAC. This must reflect a new change in policy in terms of posting PHAC reports. However, Mary-Anne was able to find a link to it from the Alberta Perinatal Health Program and has included this report under the “Other References” section of the indicator along with the Alberta link. The report can be accessed at http://www.aphp.ca/pdf/CAC%20report%202013%20EN.pdf.
