	Alpha/OPHA working group update 

· Previous question from Bill:  Are these questions going out as a survey to the MOHs? 
· Answer:  No.  Cam:  Looks like it is an internal document on relevant practices. Cam looking at the reporting on SDOH (how many reports do you disaggregate by SDOH). Difficulties are that small HUs cannot disaggregate by education level or income strata, and it may be challenging to get robust estimates. Essentially want to know how much people are reporting by SDOH, and can they be doing better?  Infectious disease reports often do not link to SDOH.

· Cam:  Framing the denominator has been difficult.  Often disaggregation is not done as a public report, so BOH does not communicate these points. Some HU do a determinant report.  Alpha is looking at health and programming of SDOH. Not certain how useful these are for a measurement indicator.  Not certain how to resolve this issue.
