Added information under each analysis making reference to a data point so that people know it is there; “refer to data sources resource”.

	Dependency Ratio – Draft
Child dependency ratio – Stats Can uses a youth dependency ratio with a different numerator.  Has been utilized from 2001 to present with ages = 0 to19.  If we add the youth ratio, we have to add the Stats Can ratio; unsure if it is worth the possible confusion.  Suggested that we make reference to the child ratio and have the user decide on which they want to use; to make the calculations for whatever age group they are researching.
Nancy added wording regarding assumptions – e.g.don’t assume that all elderly people are dependant, and that those 16-24 are not dependent.  This wording gives the reader more to think about when interpreting data.
