	Population by Age and Sex Indicator

Nancy noted that the Indicator Comments section seems long and contains a large amount of detail pertaining to the data source(s).  She asked about moving some data source information from there into the APHEO Core Indicators documentation now called Resources (formerly called Data Sources Documentation).  If so, it would be good to have a link within the Indicator, pointing to the resource section.  It would be important to keep any help for interpretation of the indicator per se within the indicator page, and separate out things that would be nice to know about the data source.  In the Indicator Comments, it would be good to include hints, tips, or caveats about analyses or interpretation that apply to particular types of analyses, e.g., summary tables for estimates at the LHIN level.  The APHEO web resources section was updated in 2003.  Preface material could stay in the Indicator Comments section.  The Resource document could include all the weblinks to original source documents or web materials, e.g., detailed methods about data collection.  
Discussion about IntelliHEALTH Ontario indicator / report information – Sorry I missed the details on this. 
	Cam will look at the indicator comments sections of the first three indicators, to see what items pertinent for interpretation should be kept, and what might be suitable for the “Documentation resources”.  For the latter, he will focus especially on where there is duplication across the three indicators, e.g., 3rd point about the Ontario Public Health Standards, blurb about corresponding Health Indicators from Statistics Canada.  Cam will send this to Nancy who will collate and send to everyone.

Final review of Population by age and sex, and population growth and projected population growth indicator. 

Cam was looking at the number of “hits” for each of the indicators, identifying those with the most hits to set priorities for sequencing review / revision.  Dependency ratio is next most popular, unemployment, low income follow.  
The group decided to continue to work together as a large group, given that the number of members has decreased. It was agreed that the task of taking meeting minutes should be rotated among group members. It was discussed that each indicator could be assigned a Lead (not only Nancy) to help share the administrative load regarding collating the information from other members. Elizabeth suggested a time-saver could be having a single template for the agenda that could then be used to take meeting notes / minutes.
